Overall access to preventative care 
 

Percentage of screen eligible patients up to date with Papanicolaou (PAP) tests/ Percentage of screen 

eligible patients up to date with a mammogram/ Percentage of screen eligible patients up to date 

with colorectal screening. 

About the indicators―Cancer screening is an important component of preventative care and a focus for 

many Ontario Health Teams. According to statistics gathered by Ontario Health, almost a million fewer 

colorectal, breast, and cervical cancer screenings were conducted between March and December of 

2020 than were carried out through the same stretch in 2019.

For attached patients develop EMR reminder systems like Ocean to recall patients due for cancer 

screening using reports such as MyPracticePrimaryCare and the Screening Activity Reports. Consider 

patient preference such as language, email, text, and phone. Add health promotion messages in 

reminders. Integrate with online appointment booking systems.

Change concept 3: Engage patients 

 

Provide patients with information about cancer screening. Integrate health promotion into reminder 

systems and scheduled visits. 

• Link patients to myCANCERiQ and Get Checked for Cancer 

For unattached patients prepare materials at points of entry into the system for patient self referrals  

• Health Connect Ontario for access to primary care providers and to access colorectal FIT kit 

directly
